dreamt about, liked, or been repulsed by, all form part of my mysterious being.

I have imagined reaching high summits alone or accompanied. Imagining myself
being one of them has made me wish to have a part of their souls to know,
recognise, and accept myself.

Today I live in a noisy concrete jungle, a world of meetings and mix-ups, mix-ups
with other gentle beasts longing for fresh air, a sky full of stars, a smell of soil

sharpening my senses, and taking me back to the nature | belong to, and renounce
as my owner. Naked, without the disguise of a man, my animal awakens.

Although he started his studies of Dramatic Art at La
Casona, Barcelona in 1981, he soon became more
interested in the world of dance and studied various
body movement techniques. In 1991 he created the
company UKANKA and won the “Young Creativity Prize”
from the autonomous Catalonian government’s
Department of Culture for his performance NAMU. From
that time on, he chose to focus on contemporary dance,
and more specifically researching improvisation both in
dance and theatre.

In 2000 he created the Nomad Company and important
performances such as Viaje a Ras de Suefio [‘Journey
Asleep’], Homo, Intramuros [‘Within City Walls’], Suite
Nomada velada de musica y danza ['Nomad Suite Soirée
of Music and Dance’], Paisajes de la Memoria
[‘Landscapes of Memory’], Que corra el aire [‘Hoping for
a Breeze’], Los zuecos van hacia sus buenos habitos [‘The Clogs are headed for Good Habits’],
Tabula Rasa, Para regalo [‘For a Gift’], and finally Una vez mds [‘One More Time’].

Currently he is combining teaching with performance creation, his training as an actor and
dancer, and working as director of the Victoria Theatre situated in Santa Cruz de Tenerife,
which he created in 1999. He is artistic director of the Canary Dance Festival “Inside and
Outside”, The Festival for Contemporary Theatre Encuentros [‘Encounters’], as well as the
Dance Festival Cuadernos Escénicos [‘Scenic Notebooks’] in Garachico.

PAULA QUINTANA

Actress, dancer, and creator. She alternates work in companies with her career as a creator of
her own language that merges textual language with dance into a visceral communication. She
received first prize at the third European contest for Creator Women in 2016. She toured with
the national network A Cielo Abierto [‘Open Sky’] in 2015 with the performance Suefio3
[‘Dream3’]. The work “Latente” [‘Latent’] won a special prize at the 2015 Umore Azoka de Leioa
Fair for “best new creation performance” due to the maturity shown in combining dance and
theatre, as well as her ability of showing. She was also finalist as the 2016 Max Awards for "best
performance revelation" and "best writer revelation".

DANIEL MORALES

Dancer, choreographer, and teacher. He was born in Gran Canaria, and received his training in
urban and contemporary dance in 2002. He was director of the Canary Hip Hop Championship
Just Funk from 2007-13 and member of various pedagogical projects such as Across HIPHOP
LPGC, directed by Natalia Medina. He was member of the Tenerife Dance Lab, a contemporary
dance laboratory resident in the Adan Martin Auditorium in Tenerife from 2013-17. Currently
he is a member of the CocoonDance Company in Germany, and director of his own creations,
where his work is based on the search for new languages of movement within the realm of
urban and contemporary dance.

PALOMA HURTADO

In 2007 she obtained the title middle grade in contemporary dance from the Royal
Conservatory of Professional Dance in Madrid. She has performed in various collaborations as a
dancer in Andalusia and Madrid, whilst continuing her training nationally and internationally. In
2007 she received the honorary mention from the jury for best dancer at the MASDANZA
Festival. Between 2007 and 2015 she resided in Tenerife and was a part of the dance laboratory
Tenerife Dance Lab. In between her other tasks she also finds time to teach contemporary
dance classes at the Victoria Theatre and the Carmen Blanco Dance Studio. In 2012 she created

Degree in Art History from the University of La Laguna,
Tenerife. She also holds a degree in Fine Arts. She finished
her university studies at the Universitd degli Studi di
Torino, the Central Saint Martins School of Arts & Design
in London, and at the Fondazione Roberto Capucci in
Florence, Italy.

She specialized in the handling and effects on textile,
modifying textures through surface and fibre processes.

“When Roberto Torres called me to design this wardrobe, |
understood that the animal in its purest essence should be
at the heart of the aesthetics of “Gentle Beasts”.

That the natural element, which implies as much man as
animal must be present to the highest degree realistically possible, without neglecting, of
course, certain doses of oneirism, surrealism, and splendour. To achieve that, | made use of a
special felt mixing technique that has been around for thousands of years yet is somewhat of a
novelty when it comes to theatre costumes.

Since the essence of this performance revolves around the magnificence of nature, | wanted to
apply an ecologically sustainable technique using only natural fibres. The entire wardrobe is
indeed made from silk and 100 % unprocessed wool and treated by handcrafted techniques. The
results are hyper-realistic animal textures uncompromising in the adherence to eco-
sustainability and respect for animal life and nature as a whole.”

Born in Lanzarote, he started his musical studies on his
native island and continued them in the United States,
London, and Santa Cruz de Tenerife.

He has composed environmental music for various public
and private spaces, such as the original music for
documentaries, advertising, short films, feature films,
audio-visual facilities, and more than 30 dance and theatre
performances.

“In the same way that this piece is exploring the
reencounter with a lost nature, and with our animal side,
which we have given up in exchange for asphalt and
artifice, the original music created for Gentle Beasts tries to
represent the very sound of nature, increasingly forgotten if not unknown.

It does not attempt prominence, presence or importance beyond what these human-animal-
beasts require. The energy comes from within them, not in the sound surrounding them.

In our daily life we have substituted the sound of the waves for the sound of a car engine, the
sound of a bird singing for a phone message, the sound of a leaf falling for a computer
keyboard. And even so, we hardly hear them. But it was not always like that.

If we really pay attention to all the sounds that nature presents, we can find a wonderful
musical score for our performance. It is present, constant, creating ambiences, and textures to
which we need not pay special attention. Nonetheless, if we do, we will discover countless
details.”
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
